In order to qualify, you must be interested in obtaining permanent
employment and fit one of the following criteria:

Currently Homeless in Jefferson County
Stay at a Shelter/Safe Haven
Previously homeless in Jefferson County: Housed within last 7 days
Hotel paid by others
Hotel paid by self less than 8 days

If you do not fit these criteria let us know. Bayaud offers many  different
programs and resources to fit a variety of life circumstances. 

If you are only interested in day labor without obtaining ongoing employment,
we have a handout that lists other local resources.
